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Judge David Cunis entered summary judgment for the defendant on a case brought by a debt buyer in the Framingham District Court because the plaintiff could not establish a valid assignment of the alleged account.  Resurgent Acquisitions assigned the alleged account to the Plaintiff LVNV on January 27, 2021.  However, Synchrony Bank, the original creditor, transferred the account to Resurgent Acquisitions on January 28, 2021.  The court found that Resurgent was not the owner of the account at the time of transfer to the Plaintiff so there was no valid assignment and therefore entered judgment for the defendant on the complaint.
